HOW TO BIND TRANSMITTER

The transmitter should be paired to the vehicle from the factory. If it becomes
unlinked for any reason, follow the instructions below to re-bind.

Press and hold the bind button on the receiver and turn the vehicle power on.

The red LED should flash to indicate the receiver is in “seek” mode.

Press and hold the bind button on the back of the transmitter and turn the power on.
The red LED on the transmitter should flash for a few seconds until binding

is complete which is indicated by solid red LED’s.

Throttle and Steering Calibration

Move the ST and TH switches to N on the transmitter.

On the transmitter, press BIND and Third Channel button marked CH3
and wait 10 sec. After you hear two beeps, release the buttons.

Move the trigger to full throttle and wait for two beeps.
Move the trigger to full reverse and wait for two beeps,
then move the trigger to neutral and wait for two beeps.
Turn the steering wheel to full left and wait for two beeps.

Tum the steering wheel to full right and wait for two beeps,
then release the steering wheel and wait for the last two beeps.

The throttle and steering are now fully calibrated.
